Run Chairman’s Checklist

CHECK IT OUT

Confluence Run – September 12, 2009
Are you ready?

Do you have a CB radio? (does it work?) MUST HAVE!!!!
Is your trailer ready? (have you greased/re-packed those bearings? Have you checked the air pressure lately in those tires? – don’t forget the spare!)

Do you have SURGE BRAKES?  Do you have a lockout device?

What condition are your life jackets in? ropes? Fire extinguisher, first aid supplies, etc.?

And, how about those belts, hoses, fittings, fuel line connections, batteries, blowers and bilge pumps?

Do your windshield wipers work?

Do you have your tools on board?

Do you have a sand stake and anchor with enough rope?

Pittsburg Landing 

Pittsburg Landing has 28 camp sites available (22 single, 4 double and 2 triple unit sites) at $8.00 per night per vehicle.  All campsites are available on a “first come, first serve” basis.  The lower parking lot may be used as a camp area at no fee, however, use is limited to the center parking area only.  No camping or parking of vehicles is allowed along the perimeter of the lower parking area.  There is additional no-fee camping available at the Upper Pittsburg Landing Parking Area.  

Please be organized and ready to launch your boat between 8:30 and 9:00 a.m. Saturday.  You must fill out a self-issue permit.

It is mandatory to carry out all trash and human waste.  Each boat must have a carryout waste system.  A five-gallon bucket with a screw-on lid works well, if you don’t have a portable toilet on your boat.  The buckets are available at sporting goods stores.  There are no bathrooms available after leaving Pittsburg Landing.

Make sure you have a full tank of gas in your boat and your CB is in good, working order.  The club runs on Channel 12.  Also, remember to bring a sand stake and anchor.   Before you leave Pittsburg Landing, put on your life jacket.  It will be difficult to put on if you find yourself in the water.

River miles from Pittsburg Landing to the Salmon River is 26 miles.  Your leader will talk you through these miles.  A CB radio (an external speaker) is a must.  

The BBQ will be at the campsite about 7:00 p.m. (MDT) Saturday night.  Meat, condiments, and place settings will be provided by the WWA.  Please bring a side dish or a dessert to share.
